Will this affect my G.PA.?

The course and letter grade will show up on
your final high school transcript as a
college course and you will receive credit;
the course will not be included in the
calculation vour GPA and class rank.

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What is dual erollment?

Dual enrollment, funded through a grant by

the Pennsylvania Department of Education,

is a locally administeerd program that

allows students to concurrently enroll in

postsecondary courses and receive both

high school and college or university credit

for the coursework.

The intent of the program is:

1. To increase academic rigor for students.

2. To offer students opportunties to get a
jump start on college.

3. To increase the numbers of students
electing postsecondary education.

4. To decrease the number of students who

need remediatial courses at
postsecondary institutions.

Who is digible?

Students who meet all of the following
criteria are eligible to participate in the
program:

1. The student is a junior or senior.

2. The studen is making satisfactory
progress towards meeting Norwin
graduation requirements, as determined
by the high school principal.

3. The student has accumulated ten (10) or
less days of absenteesim in the current
school year.

4.The student has demonstrated
proficiency on the SAT or junior PSSA in
math, reading, and writing.

5. For students who reside within Norwin
but attend a different school or are
homeschooled, the student must
demonstrate proficiency on the SAT or
another standardized test.

6. The student meets all criteria as
specified by the college/university in
which he/she chooses to enroll: UPG,
Penn State Greater Allegheny, Seton
Hill, Clarion or WCCC.

Students who do not meet the criteria
above, may be permitted to participate in
dual enrollment courses if they meet the
following altemative criteria:

1. The students must meet the criteria
under numbers 1, 2, and 3 in the section
above.

2. Students must obtain permission from
both the college/university and the
Norwin School District.

3. The student must have a cumulative
grade point average of 3.0 or better.

4. If accepted to participate in the dual
enrollment program, the student must
maintain a secondary school grade point
average of 3.0 and meet the grade point
average requirement of the
college/univeristy.

How are credits reflected on
my transcript?

Credits received in the dual enroliment
program through a college/university can
replace elective credits on the Norwin
transcript. However, dual enroliment credits
cannot be used as credits to replace a
course that is required for graduation from
Norwin High School.
